at much less than the acétual value.

was organized in 1919 and that the
plaintiff, Dr. Morrison, owned 40
shares or 4. per -cent of the stock.

) equipment . and the surgical instru-
ments used by the Clinic staff for
performing- operations at the hospit-
al. This action was taken, it is
‘clalmed, without sufficient reason
and without proper authority.

It is set forth that. under the by-
laws of the corporation an 'action of
this character must be approved by
a vote of 66 2-3 shares of stock, and
that such action was not in accord-

, ance with the provisions of the by-
laws for the'reason that it was sanc-
tioped by a vote representing only
shares of stock.

POSTMASTER MAKES
ROUTE INSPECTION

Finds ‘Mail Boxes of More Than 600
Rural Patrons Conform to New
Regulations.

CORBIN STAR PITCHER

Postmaster J. H. Post, who has
just completed an inspection of the
six rural routes out of Carroll, re-
ports that very few box owners failed
to comply with the recent order of
the Post’Office Department at Wash-
ington relating to the proper erec-
tion and maintenance of rural route
boxes. Suspension of service to ap-
proximately 100 patrons was order-
ed, and box owners hastened to com-
ply with the provisions. .

According to Mr, Post practically
all of the 600 boxes are now prop-
erly erected on the right hand side
of the roand as traveled by the ecar-
rier, and are placed at the proper
height, bear the name of the own-
er and in-all respects conform to the
regulations.of. the Post Office Depart-
ment, Service will be withdrawn
from any patron who does not main-
tain his box according to the require-
ments.

Mr. Post says a total of 620 fami-
lies are served daily by the six rural
carriers, and the seemingly drastic
regulations are only one of the ne-
cessities {f this free delivery serv-
ice is to be of value to the rural pat-
rons. * Everything possible must be
done to facilitate the collection and
delivery of mail. Mr. Post believes
that .the route equipment on Carroll
rural routes is now in better condi-
tion than that on the rural routes
out of any other town in the county.
