He handled aeven putouts 
and has not been charged with an 
error. He has not had an assist. 

Whether or not the 18-year-
old lefthanded hitt ing Blan­
chard will remain with Kansas 
City remains to be seen. Mlc-
koy Mantle, the Yankee phe-
notn, was optioned to the 
Blues this week, In spite of the 
fact that ho led the New York 
club In runs batted In. 
Mantle was sent to Kansas City 

for seasoning and there's no doubt 
that Manager George Selkirk will 
find a place for the lad who is 
publicized as the Yankee s tar of 
the future. I t will be interesting 
to see if Blanchard can hang on to 
a spot with the Blues. 

CANATSER HERE—Bruce Can­
atser, the one-time major leag 
uer who is in his 12th year ss 
scout for the Detroit Tigers, is 
headquartering out of Carroll this 
week. He's looking over a few of 
the boys in the Iowa State league. 

Bruce commented on Man­
tle's play with the Yankees, 
l ie told of the day Detroit 
pitchers struck him out four 
times. Twice he struck out on 
such poor pitches that he 
reached base on wild pitches. 
The Tiger scout summed it up 

this way: "All young kids need 
just so much experience before 
they're ready. Mantle is a great 
prnsppcf. but he needs more sea­
soning. Even though he leads the 
Yanks In RBI'a, the New York 
team can't afford to have him in 
the lineup because of his mis­
takes." 

Canatser said that the shift 
from shortstop, where Mantle 
played last year, to right field 
also retarded his progress. He said 
tha t Blanchard must learn a lot, 
too, in shifting from third base to 
the outfield. 

FAVORS CHISOX—Canat­
ser, now that his Detroit club 
Is out of contention in the 
American league race, would 
like to see the Chicago White 
Sox take the crown. 

" I played with Paul Rich­
ards and he was in our organ­
ization," Canatser said. "He's 
a fine guy and a real mana­
ger and I'd like to see his 
White Sox win the pennant."

team scrambles on record. 

Only two and a half games sep­
arate the front-running Red Sox 
and the fourth-place Indians to­
day _ as Boston invades Cleveland 
for a three-game set while run­
ner-ups Chicago and New York 
clash in a three-game argument of 
their own. 

A mere half game can sep­
arate all four clubs when the 
last putouts are made on 
Thursday. All It would need 
is for the Indians to sweep 
the set from the Red Sox and 
the Yankees to win two out 
of three from the White Sox. 
Then the standings would read

The Red Sox lost a full game to 
each of their pursuers yesterday 
when the tail-end St. Louis 
Browns roused themselves with a 
seven-run fifth inning to upset the 
Sox, 9-5. 

Chicago turned on their Phila­
delphia tormentors with an early 
blast to register a 9-5 victory over 
the Athletics and cut Boston's 
margin to one game. The Yankees 
outhit almost two to one, outlast­
ed the Tigers in Detroit, 8-6, to 
stay within a half game of the 
White Sox. They pulled even with 
Chicago in percentage, however, 
at .600. Cleveland waltzed to an 
easy 8-2 triumph over Washington 
to cut its first-place gap to two 
and a half games. 

It 's a different story in the Na 
tional league. The front-running 
Dodgers snapped their four-game 
losing streak with a decisive 11-2 
win over Cincinnati to retain their 
eight-game margin. 

New York's Giants slipped 
past St. Louis into second 
place by vanquishing the 
Pittsburgh Pirates, 7-6, in the 
rubber of their three-game 
set. A five-run eighth Inning 
kayoed Gerry Staley and gave 
the Philadelphia Phils a 5-2 
victory over the Cardinals. 
Boston's Braves spotted Chi­
cago four runs in the first in­
ning and came on to win, 9-4. 
Ted Williams slammed his 18th 

homer for the Red Sox but it 
went to waste as the Browns teed 
off on Ellis Kinder and Bill Wight 
for six hits and added three walks 
for seven runs in the big fifth in­
ning. 

Manager Paul Richards shook 
up his Chicago lineup and the 
White Sox responded by shellack 
ing a pair of Philadelphia hurlers 
for 15 hits, including homers by 
Orestes Minoso and Don Lenhardt. 

A two-run homer by Yogi Berra 
and another four-bagger by Joe 
Collins offset spotty pitching by 
newcomer Artie Schallock "and 
Frank Shea and gave the Yankees 
their second straight win over the 
Tigers. 

Luke Easter hammered his 13th 
and 14th homers and drove in five 
runs to lead the Indians to victory 
over Washington. 

Carl Erskine hurled seven per 
feet innings and yielded but two 
hits as the Dodgers snapped Cin­
cinnati's seven-game w i n n i n g 
streak. A single by Ted Kluszew-
skl, lead off bat ter in the eighth, 
ended Erskine's dream of a per­
fect game as well as a no-hitter. 

Wes Westrum's homer in the 
eighth, his second of the day, 
snapped a 6-6 tie and won for the 
Giants over the Pirates. 

Home runs by Sam Jethroe, 
Earl Torgeson and Sid Gordon 
helped Boston's Braves defeat the 
Cubs. The Phillies whipped the 
Cards with a five-run rally in the 
eighth inning, featured by Tommy 
Brown's triple with the bases 
loaded.

ThBt old-timer contest will open 
up festivities before the Iowa 
State league encounter between 
Carroll and Lakes-Denison. 

Carroll Manager Torn Sheehan 
pulled a surprise package out of 
his sack today when he announced 
that big Don Colnitis would get 
the starting chore against the 
nearby rivals. 

Colnitis, the top pitcher In 
the Iowa State league with a 
7-0 record, will be shooting 
for No. 8 against Lakes-Den­
ison tonight. And he'll be go­
ing with only two days ' rest. 
Manager Sheehan, who em­

ployed three pitchers against Es­
therville last night (a losing, 12-
10 cause), made the decision to 
hurl Colnitis after giving the 
schedule the once-over. 

Saving "Big Steve" for the next 
league game would mean keeping 
him idle until Friday night. And 
with the mound staff pret ty shaky 
around the seams, Manager Shee­
han called upon the tall right­
hander for action tonight. And 
he'll get back Into action next 
Sunday against Spencer.
