Minnesota 
Moves Ahead 
in ALRace

In one crack, Minnesota's Jim 

Perry has started as many 
games as he did all of last year, 
completed as many games as foe 
had in two years and gained as 
many shutouts as he had in 
nearly three years. 

Perry also pitched tine Twins 
into a IVii-game lead in the 
American League, stopping Bos­
ton 2-0 on seven hits and help­
ing Minnesota complete a sweep 
of a Monday doubleheader. The 
Twins won the opener 6-2. 

The start for the 28-year-old 
right-hander was his first since 
June 4, 19(>4, when the Now 
York Yankees battered him for 
six runs in one inning. 

He hadn't completed a game 
since Aug. 9. 19G3, when he de­
feated the Red Sox 5-3, and his 
last shutout was June 4, 1963, a 
5-0 triumph over Kansas City. 

All of this only about two 
weeks after Minnesota Manager 
Sam Mole said: 

"I have no intention of start­
ing him." 

Mele changed his mind, 
though, in an effort to strength­
en a sagging staff of starters. 
He snatched Perry from the 
bullpen where he had been toil­
ing as the Twins' middle relief 
man. 

Perry hadn't done much toil­
ing at. all, except in the bullpen, 
until last month. By the end of 
May, he had pitched only 10 in­
nings, far different from more 
plentiful times, such as 1960 
when he led the league with 18 
victories while with Cleveland. 

Despite his relative inactivity, 
Perry picked up four victories 

tied with Minnesota for the lead, 
but pitcher Sam McDowell un­
corked a wild Ohrow on Ron 
Hansen's sacrifice bunt in the 
seventh inning and Chicago 
went on to score two runs. Bill 
Skowron scored on the error, 
and Floyd Robinson singled in 
Hansen. 

Gates Brown singled across 
one run and Don Demeter dou­
bled home two more as Detroit 
rallied for three runs against 
tone Yankees in the seventh in­
ning of the second game. A two-
run New York rally in the ninth 
Pell short. 

WhMey Ford became the AL's 
first 10-game winner — he has 
lost seven — in the opener. Joe 
Pepitone collected three hits, 
including a three-run homer, for 
the Yankees while the Tigers' 
Willie Horton slugged his 19th 
homer. 

Robin Roberts allowed only 
four hits in 7 1-3 innings of relief 
and broke a personal seven-
game losing streak for Balti­
more. Boog Powell led the at­
tack against Kansas City, driv­
ing in three runs with a double 
and a single. 

Jose Cardenail snapped a 2-2 
tie for Los Angeles in the first 
game with a seventh-inning! 
homer. Joe Adcock homered in 
the Angels' second. Washington 
made it close with the help of 
six walks from starter Rudy 
May.

Cincinnati squeezed ahead of 

Los Angeles into the National 
League lead. 

But if the New York Mets 
played only on Monday, the 
Reds and Dodgers wouldn't 
even be in the race. 

Cashing in on a succession of 
wild throws, the Reds scored 
three times in the seventh in­
ning Monday night and beat the 
slipping Dodgers 7-4. That put 
Cincinnati into first place by 
two percentage points, dropping 
Los Angeles out of the top spot 
for the first time since May 4. 

Meanwhile, led by the slug­
ging of Shea Stadium's reigning 
idol — Ron Swoboda — the last-
place Mets continued to work 
their Monday magic. Swoboda 
knocked across the first five 
runs of the holiday doublehead­
er with a pair of homers as the 
Mets swept Chicago, 3-2 and 3-0. 

Since losing to the Dodgers 
on opening day, the well-en­
trenched tailenders have won 
eight and tied one on Monday. 
Included in the unusual string is 
the 1-0 triumph at Cincinnati on 
June 14 — the night Jim Malo-
ney pitched a no-hitter for 10 
innings — as well as three dou­
bleheader sweeps. 

And to prove they're not one-
season wonders, the Mets won 
six of seven on Monday last 
year. 

Alst in the NL — the Philadel­
phia Phillies made it eight vic­
tories in their last 10 games by 
knocking off Pittsburgh twice in 
a twi-night doubleheader, 3-1 
and 6-2; Curt Flood's single in 
the 12th inning enabled the St. 
Louis Cardinals to win their 
sixth straight, 3-2 over San 
Francisco; and Walt Bond's 
squeeze bunt in the ninth 
brought in the run that gave 
Houston a 5-4 decision over Mil­
waukee's slumping Braves.
