BREDA — Carroll’'s battling
Tigers shook off an early de-
ficit with a four-run explosion in
the third and rapped Bred a,
5-3, in a West Central League
baseball game here Wednesday.

A wild pitch let DenAdel come
home as Dryden moved to third
hefore Polking put out the fire
by fanning Richardson.

Breda struck back in the
fourth with a belated rally after
two were out. Arlan Woerdehoff
singled and scored all the way
from first on Tom Stork’s
single. Stork tried to stretch his
hit and was thrown out to end
the inning.

The Tigers bombed Polking
from the hill in the top of the
fifth as Sundermann and Wil-
kins put together back-to-back
singles but Sundermann got
caught at third.

Snyder came on in relief for
Breda and got Ohde on strikes
before issuing a pass to Den-
