er state officials using the
governor's plane, Juhl is paid
an additional $38.41 a day when
he flies.

His injuries did not affect his
license from the Federal Ava-
sad.

"If he is retired from the Na-
tional Guard this fall because
of his knee injuries," Miller
said, "he probably will be giv-
en a disability pension, and will
get that in addition to his civil-
lian pilot's pay. But he no long-
er will draw pay as a National
Guard officer."

CIRAS Head
At Kiwanis
Club Here

The value of the industrial
products produced in Iowa in
1964 was $8 billion, Waldo Weg-
ner, director of the Industrial
Research and Service Center
(CIRAS) in Ames, told mem-
jers of Kiwanis Club Wednes-
day night. By contrast, the total
value of agricultural production
was only $2.6 billion.

CIRAS was established after
Iowa State University and in-
dustrialists asked for funds for
the project to be incorporated in
the university's request to the
state legislature in 1963. The
f i r s t appropriation was for
$250,000 for a two - year pro-
gram.

Mr. Wegner said t h a t the
specific purpose of CIRAS is to
help industry directly with its
problems. Full - time employees
provide technical assistance
and service to parties interest-
ed in the development of indus-
try in the state. Qualified per-
sons in engineering, science,
business, economics, technical
counseling and research are
employed directly by the Cen-
ter and are supplemented by
other part-time staff on a con-
sulting basis.

"Counseling s e r v i c e s are
free," he explained, "although
research or special projects
are paid for by the interested
industry." The C e n t e r was
opened July 1, 1963. They now
have a complete roster of con-
sulting engineers and consult-
ing firms in the state, the col-
lege professors in engineering,
and are gathering f a c t s on
certified p u b l i c accountants,
patent attorneys, testing labora-
tories, advertising agencies and
architects, and o t h e r profes-
sions. The present staff now is
made up of nine men and two
women, including four f i e l d
men.
