professor of history and theolo-
gy at the Catholic Duquesne
University; and the Very Rev.
Alexander Schmemann, dean of
St. Viadimir’s Theological Semi-
nary, a Greek Orthodox school.

Defining ‘“ecumenical dia-
logue” as a face-to-face encount-
er with persons of other faiths,
Dr. Mackay stressed that the
goal of the ecumenincal move-
ment is not a union of churches.

“Ecumenism has no real
meaning unless its goal is a
dynamic purpose to bring the
peoples of the world the reali-
zation of Christ as a vital living
presnce in their every day
lives,” he said.

Both Catholic and Protestant
speakers were highly critical of
their own denominations’ short-
comings throughout the pro-
gram.

In his lecture on “The Re-
formation in a New Perspec-
tive,” Dr. Swidler quoted Josef
Lortz and other German Cath-
olic historians he said are re-
searching and writing from a
new, unbiased viewpoint with
both scientific objectivity and
dep religiosity.

He quoted Lortz’s conclusion
{(in Martin Luther’s time) “a re-
formation had become histori-
cal necessary.”

Dr. Swidler said current Cath-
olic historians are giving Luther
his rightful place as a great re-
former and a great spiritual
power.

In another lecture, Dr. Swidl-
er called for complete freedom
for Catholic scholars to research
and publish their findings with-
out ecclesiastical restraint and
for laity to read and study with
restrictions.

State Highway Commission vir-
tually unlimited authority to is-
sue special permits to such ve-
hicles.

The governor's office has
asked Atty. Gen. Lawrence
Scalise to rule on the constitu-
tionality of the bhill, which is op-
posed by the Iowa Good Roads
Association.

The association has asked the
governor to veto the measure,
contending it would “permit a
chosen and privileged few to
wreck the highways many have
paid for.”

Hughes has asked the State
Highway Commission to draw
up rules on the operation of the
bill's provisions and have them
ready for study when he re-
turns.

So far this year, Hughes has
not vetoed any measure passed
by the legislature. He has signed
317 bills and resolutions.

Bills Hughes is expected to
approve include a measure that
provides for withholding of state
income tax, starting next Jan. 1.

Also awaiting his signature
are bills that call for inspection
of meat processed for sale in
Iowa; extension of the sales tax
to hotel and motel room rent;
payment of miscellaneous ‘ex-
penses of the legislature; ex-
penditure of $6 million to con-
struct four area vocational
schools, and inspection of trot
lines by fishermen at least once
every 24 hours.

Hughes this week appointed 40
members of district judicial
nominating commissions, but
vacancies in two districts are
yet to be filled.

The governor’s experience is
sorely needed by the State Ex-
ecutive Council, composed of
four séate officials serving their
first term—and Hughes.

The council has been given
authority to control spending
handled by the Legislative In-
terim Committee which in 1963
was allotted $2 million for emer-
gencies over a two-year period.
