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Truce Talk

Prevailsin
Pro Battles

By The Associated Press ’

Despite continued small-arms
fire in pro football’s hot-and-
cold war, editorial observers
anticipate an imminent truce —
and eventual accord — between
the rival American and National
leagues.

Reports persist that the AFL
is taking retalitory measures
for the signing of Buffaloe
placekicker Pete Gogolak by
the NFL’s New York Giants
last month, but the nation’s
sports editors and writers see
peace ahead — they are even
hinting at a future merger.

Meanwhile, Pete Rozelle and
Al Davis, commissioners of the
NFL and AFL, respectively,
generally have refused com-
ment on the developments con-
cerning the feud or its possible
termination.

The New York Times said the
rival leagues are holding “se-
cret peace talks” and that there
were hopes for “an agreement,
probably in the form of a com-
mon draft, within a week.”

But the Times story, under
Frank Litsky’s byline, quoted
Davis as calling the report
“speculation and conjecture. It
is very doubtful anything will be
done.”

““The latest of the pro football
feuds which erupted when the
New York Giants signed Pete
Gogolak . . . will very likely be
the last,” wrote Oliver E.
Kuechle, sports editor of the
Milwaukee Journal, Monday.

“Peace is inevitable,”
Kuechle concluded, “not as a
unilateral benefit to either of
the leagues but as a mutual
benefit.”

“Most pro football fans want
the. . . war to end before the
game as a whole is seriously
damaged,” Chet Nelson, sports
editor of the Rocky Mountain
News, reported. *Players jump-
ing back and fourth and making
outrageous demands eventually
would bring a deterioration.

“Peace, negotiated or other-
wise, would be wonderful.”

Joe McGuff, sports editor of
the Kansas City Star, said the
American League has gone on
the offensive against the more
established NFL for the first
time but discounted .reports that
the signing of Gogolakby the
Giants marked the beginning of
a mass player raid against the
AFL.

“Obviously, this is not the
case,”” McGuff wrote. *“The
Giants apparently acted on their
own and against the wishes of a
majority of the other owners. It
is significant that the (Chicago)
Bears have made no effort to
sign Ernie Ladd and the (De-
troit) Lions have not moved to
sign Earl Faison. :

“It now appears that the AF'
will try to sign enough NFL
players to make the rival league
pay for taking Gogolak, but the
AFL probably will not go so far
as to precipitate an all-out
war.”

Ladd and Faison, two of the
AFL’s top defensive linemen,
played out their options with
San Diego last season — as did
Gogolak with Buffalo — and are
legally free to sign with a club
in the other league. The Bears
and Lions own NFL rights to the
pair.

Executive  Sports  Editor
George Puscas of the Detroit
Free Press said the NFL is
ready to concede a champion-
ship playoff game with the AFL
and Lloyd Larson, sports editor
of the Milwaukee Sentinel,
wrote that a merger between
the leagues may soon be an-
nounced.,

Puscas said an AFL-NFL
playoff ‘‘was coming sooner or
later, anyway.” The NFL, he
continued, “is even willing now
to test the strength of anti-trust
laws by joining the AFL in a
common draft.”

He quoted an unidentified
NFL owner as saying, ‘Rozelle
will get this settled properly, or
we’re all in trouble . . . He’ll get
it done or he’s through.”

Larson, quoting other uniden-
tified sources, said a common
draft will not serve as a starting
point in a peace move because
of possible legal complications.

“Rather, it will be only part
— a logical part — of a much
bigger and more sensational
merger deal,” he wrote.
