
Jeff Beats Knights, 4-0; Lake City Nips Tigers 
Rams Clinch Tie 
For League Title 
JEFFERSON - The Jeffer­

son Rams clinched a tie for the 
West Central baseball confer­
ence championship behind Jack 
BeddaH's three-hitter as t h e y 
blanked the Kuemper Knights, 
44, here Wednesday night 

The Rams notched t h e i r 
12th win in loop play against 
en* loss and can finish no 
worse than in a tie for first 
wba they wind up league 
play at Breda on F r i d a y 
night. 

Kuemper is now 10-2 in Isague 
action and one and one-half 
games back of the loop lead­
ers. 

The Knights will move out of 
conference play tonight when 
they host Fonda's Junior Le­
gion team and again on Friday 
night when they entertain Fort 
Dodge High. Game time in Car­
roll Stadium will be 8 p.m. for 
the Thursday and Friday night 
contests. 

Jefferson got to Louie Bill' 
meier for nine hits in the 
crucial showdown battle for 
the loop crown. 

The Rams drew first blood 
with the go-ahead run in the 
first frame. Denny Wright was 
hit by a pitch to lead off and 
stole second base on a close 
play. 

Jim Faaborg, ihe hitting star 
of the game, rapped the first 
of his three consecutive safeties 
off Billmeier with a shot inu) 
center field, but Wright was 
forced to hold at third. Dave 
Carlson singled to left to plate 
Wright with the only run Bed-
dall needed. 

Jefferson kept.the first inn­
ing alive when Beddall lived on 
a fielder's choice that erased 
Faaborg. Dave Rooker whiffed, 
but Al Lehman was safe on an 
error to load up the sacks. 
Billmeier got out of the jam 
by whipping a third strike past 
Dan Griffiths. 

Kuemper stranded a rvnntr 
at first in each of the first two 
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frames. Dave Schmitz was safe 
on an infield error in the first 
with one down, but Billmeier 
fanned and Larry P i r o t t e 
grounded out 

Terry Schroeder ignited a 
two-out second i n n i n g rally 
with a sharp single to center 
field. That was the first hit off 
Beddall. But the Jefferson left­
hander responded to the threat 
by getting Denny Henkenius on 
strikes to retire the side. 

The Rams had a mild threat 
going in the bottom of the sec­
ond when Wright walked and 
Faaborg singled with two down, 
but that t h r e a t ended when 
Denny Walden h a u l e d down 
Carlson's drive to center. 

Neither ream c o u l d dent 
the scoring column in the 
third, but Jefferson made up 
for that lapse with a three-
run explosion in the fourth 
that netted Beddall a com* 
fortable cushion. 

Dan Borrusch led off the bot­
tom of the fourth with a single 
to right. Then K e v i n Wan 
fanned for the first out. 

Wright chopped a grounder 
in front of the plate and 
Schroeder and Billmeier col­
lided in attempting to field the 
ball as the batter sped safely to 
first. 

Faaborg picked up his third 
consecutive hit with a s h o t 
through short, and Borrusch 
was home with the second run 
in the game. Carlson lived on 
an error as Wright scored and 
Faaborg moved to third. Bed­
dall tapped to the mound for 
the second out as the runners 
held, but a wild pitch then let 
Faaborg in with Jefferson's 
fourth run before R o o k e r 
fanned to retire the Rams in 
the fourth. 

Kuemper tried to strike back 
in the fifth when Henkenius 
singled to center with one down 
and Walden walked, but Denny 
Bellighausen was victimized 
on strikes to end that threat. 

The Rams loaded the sacks 
in the bottom of the fifth when 
Al Lehman and Griffiths got 
successive bits and W a n d 
walked with one gone. Wright 
filed to center and Faaborg 
fanned. 

The Knights got a r u n n e r 
aboard in the sixth when Bill­
meier walked with one down 
but was erased on Pirotte's 
fielder's choice. Then Keat be­
came a strike-out victim to end 
that rally. 

Joe Baddlng went in as a 
pinch hitter in the seventh and 
responded with the third hit off 
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BeddaU's offerings. Dick Heit-
hoff ran for Baddlng and moved 
to second on a wild p i t c h . 
After Schroeder grounded to 
short, Henkenius grounded to 
first as Heithoff moved to third. 
With two down, Lynn W i e s e 
went to the plate in a pinch hit 
role and became BeddaU's 10th 
strike out victim to end the 
game.
