
Denison Nips Knights; Perry Beats Tigers
Two-Base Errof
Dooms KHS, 2-1
D E N I S O N — A two-base

throwing error in the bottom of
iHie seventh let villainous Dick
Neumann romp home with the
winning run as the Kuemper
Knights lost their grip on first
place in the W e s t Central
League in a 2-1 setback here
Wednesday.

It was the third loss in three
days for the Knights as they
levelled their season record at
44, and it dropped them into a
runner-up tie with Jefferson in
loop standings behind Denison
and Perry.

Neumatfn, who collected half
of the six hits allowed by Jim
Middendorf, had i g n i t e d the
fast frame rally with a single
to right with one down. He stole
second base, for the third time
in 'the game, but Middendorf
fanned Craig Johnson for the
third tune and Neumann re-
mained at second.

Kevin Fineran, who had been
retired three times on infield
bouncers, was at the plate
when disaster struck.

Neumann broke for third on
an a t t e m p t e d theft and
wheeled past that station un-
molested as the c a t c h e r's
throw sailed down the left
field foul line.

The Monarch speedster also
scored the first Denison run.
In the fifth frame he led off
with a single to c e n t e r and
stole second. He went to third

on a passed ball.

With one down and Fineran
at the plate, the Knights were
v i c t i m i z e d by Neumann's
speed. Fineran c h o p p e d a
bouncer in front of the plate.
Joe Badding, Kuemper catcher,
made the play and his throw to
first nailed the batter, but the
relay back from first to home
was not in time to get Neu-
mann.

The Knights counted one run
and blew another in the top of
the second inning.

Ron Friedman was safe on
an error to lead off the second
and sped to third on Doug Stai-
ert's single. Staiert took second
as the Monarchs failed to cut
Friedman down at third.

Dick Heithoff lofted a high
fly to medium right field, but
Friedman was about 30-feet
off the bag when the ball was
caught and didn't have time
to get back and tag up so ha
could score after the catch.

Middendorf came up with one
down and runners still on sec-
ond and third. He 'hit a high fly
to m e d i u m centerfield, and
Friedman tagged and scored
after the catch and S t a i e r t
made it to third. But Rick
Goins went down on strikes to
strand Staiert.

Kuemper had only one omer
