Dr. Edwin Campbell of the
New York Athletic Commission-
er said handsome Nino had suf-
fered a complete break of the
second metacarpal bone (behind
the index finger) of the right
hand.

"He won't be able to train un-
til a minimum of eight weeks,"
said Dr. Campbell.

.venuti's next defense of his mid-
dleweight (160 pound) title. He
whipped Don Fullmer in a title
defense on Dec. 14 and his six
months period of grace expires
on June 14.
