Conference champion Min-
nesota landed three men on the
all-star squad, while Michigan
Stale and Indiana placed two
players each on Ihe first team.

Another Hawkeye, left-fielder
Andy Jackson, was named to
the all-conference second team.

The Minnesota selections to
the first team are first baseman
Mike Walseth, right-fielder Noel
Jenke and pitcher Dave Cos-
grove.

Michigan State catcher Harry
Kendrick joined Walseth as a
repeater from the 1968 all-
conference squad.

Rounding out the first team
are Bruce Miller, Indiana, short-
stop; Phil Morgan, Ohio State,
third base; Mike Baughman,
Indiana, left-field; and Rick
Miller, Michigan State, center-
field.

Walseth, Morgan and Jenke
were unanimous selections
to the team chosen by votes of
Big Ten coaches and announced
by Gopher Coach Dick Siebert.

Bob Schietz, Minnesota, second
base; Al Kaminski, Minnesota,
shortstop; Glenn Redmon,
Michigan, third base; Jackson;

May, nicknamed "Cupcake,"
and then "Sweetroll" by White
Sox teammates because of his
butterball physique, smacked 10
homers before celebrating his
21st birthday on May 17. He had
hit just 13 last season at Lynch-
burg, while leading the Class
AA Carolina League with a .330
average.

The 6-foot-2,205-pound left-
handed swinger had failed to
connect in 14 games prior to
Monday night. But he unloaded
into the faraway right field
seats at Fenway Park against
southpaw Sparky Lyle in the
eighth.

"Lefties don't bother him,"
said Manager Don Gutteridge.
"He's absolutely fearless.

Cepcda tripled and scored in
the second inning, cracked his
10th home run in the fourth and
walked and scored again in the
f i f t h in his first St. Louis ap-
pearance since he was traded
for Joe Torre during spring
training. Torre was hitless in
three at-bats, once popping up
wilh Iwo men on base.

Elsewhere in the National
League, the New York Mets
nipped Los Angeles 2-1 and San
Diego shaded Philadelphia 6-4.
T h e San-Francisco-Montreal
and C i n c i n n a t i-Pittsburgh
games were washed out while
the Chicago Cubs and Houston
were not scheduled.

Cepeda agreed that it was a
"fine homecoming" after help-
ing send the Cards to their 17th
home setback in 23 games. And
then they came up with a line
which St. Louis fans who
cheered many of his 61 homen
and 257 runs batted in over the
past three seasons may fine
hard to believe.

"I don't like hitting here," he
said of Busch Stadium. "This is
a tough ball park. I never hil
too good in this ball park."

Most parks look alike to
Henry Aaron, though, and the
Braves' right fielder capped
the night's scoring with an
eighth-inning homer, his 12th
of the season and 522nd of his
career. It pushed him past
Ted Williams into fifth place
on the alltime homer list.

Atlanta's 10-hit attack, which
included four singles by Sonnj
Jackson, helped u n b e a t e i
George Stone record his sixth
victory.
