Henkenius Checks

LAKE CITY - Clutch pitch-

ing by Bill Henkenius, sopho-
more lefthander, and a two-run
homer by Dave Daeges high-
lighted a 4-0 Kuempcr triumph
over Lake City here Friday
night.

The v i c t o r y kept the
Knights atop the heap in the
West Central League with an
unblemished 8-0 mark and set
the stage for Monday's cham-
pionship showdown with Deni-
son, 7-1, in Carroll Stadium at
I p.m.
