CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) -

Bob Charles, the golfing world's
greatest left-hander, was sub-
dued, certainly not cheerful,
practically mournful, after es-
tablishing the second-round lead
in the $150,000 Kemper Open.

"I'm really net playing that
well," the lean New Zealander
complained Friday after shoot-
ing a two-under-par 70 for a 36-
hole total of 138.

"This course is too long for
me," he said of the 7,250-yard
Quail Hollow Country Club lay
out. "It's n bit of a struggle.

"The shots are not coming
easy to me."

It may sound a little strange
for a man leading in the chase
for a $30,000 prize, but there
could be a very good reason for
Charles' lack of enthusiasm.

Looming over hi* shoulder,
just one shot back at 139, are
eight others, Including danger-
ous Dan Slkes, Lee Trevino
and ancient Sam Snead.

Five others are at 140 anc
seven more at 141, putting 21
players within three shots o
each other going into the fina
two rounds of play.

The long-hitting Sikes had the
day's best round, 67, while Trev
ino and the 57-year-old Sneac
each had 69. They were tied
with rookie Bob Payne, 70; Aus
tralian Bruce Devlin, 70; Eng
land's Tony Jacklin, 69; Mason
Rudolph, 70, and Dale Douglas
70.

Charles, 33, a former British
Open champion whose last tour
victory was in the 1968 Cana
dian Open, didn't realize he was
leading the tournament when he
finished and went to the prac
tice tee "to try to get my swing
down a little better.

"I'm not swinging well. I'm
going from right to left and I
want it more square."

"I don't hit the b a l l far
enough for this course.

Keys Kansas Bid
KNOXVILLE, Tenn. (AP) -

Kansas, banking on the endur
ance of distance ace Jim Ryun
appeared a sure bet to end an
eight-year domination by Wes
Coast teams in the NCAA Track
and Field Championships today

By the time th* last of 13 fina
events—some of them nationally
televised (ABC)—are over to
night, the Jayhawks hope for 60
points.

That's what they figure it wil
take to win, double what they
had after seven events were
completed Friday.

Ryun, the world record-holder
in the mile with a clocking of
3:51.1, set his sights on an un-
precedented double victory in
the mile and three-mile, a feat
made even more difficult by the
schedule. After the mile, there's
just a little more than an hour's
rest before the three-mile.

Kansas' top challenger was
speed-laden San Jose State,
paced by jaunty John Carlos
and a host of other sprinters.

Carlos, who says he won't be
satisfied until he runs the 100-
yard dash in less than nine sec-
onds, unseated defending cham-
pion Lennox Miller of Southern

alifornia Friday with a 9.2 in
the finals.

"The 100 is just an extra add-
ed attraction for me," Carlos
said after the race. "I'm a 220
nan and nobody's going to be at
me in it. The hard part (the 100)
s over now. I want to get 25 or
