Anglers Report
Fishing Upturn
In East Waters

By The Associated Pr*M

Bullhead, trout and catfishing ,
picked up last week in several
areas of Iowa, according to re-
ports compiled by the Iowa Con-
servation Commission.

Excellent trout fishing was
reported in Buck Creek in Clay-
ton County, with fishermen rat-
ing the trout good in Otter and
Glovers creeks in Fayette Coun-
ty, and Bloody Run in Clayton
County. 7.

Excellent bullhead fishing
was reported in the Shellrock
River in Worth County, and the
Cedar River in Mitchell County.

Channel catfish catches were
reported as excellent in the Des
Moines River in Van Bureh
County and Lake Ahquabi in
Warren County.

Other reports of excellent
fishing were reported in the fol-
lowing areas:

DRUM — Mississippi River,
Jackson County.

CARP — Wapsipinicon River,
Buchanan County; and the Mis-
sissippi River, Lee County.
