
CHS Hosts Breda Tonight-

Jefferson Crushes Tigers 13-1 In 5 Innings
JEFFERSON - The Jeffer-

son Rams scattered twelve
base hits, and lanky right-
hander, Jim Faaborg hurled
a 4-hitter to crush the Carroll
Tigers, 13-1, in a five-inning
West Central League game here
Wednesday evening.

It wa* the second eonsecu*

five game that the ten-run
rule hat been evoked on the
eellar-dweller* of the We»t
Central loop, the T i g e r s
dropped a 16-2 decision at the
hands of the Lake City
Eagles on June 27.

T h e usually error-plagued
Carroll ball club had a better

run of luck in the defensive de-
partment in this game, com-
mitting four errors of no major
consequence. The damage came
in an eight-run explosion in the
third inning, off seven base hits.

It looked like the Tigers might
have the early edge when
Denny Vetter led off with a dou-

ble in the top of the first. How-
ever, Mick Everett grounded
out to second, and Rog Puller
and Bruce Pettitt flew out to
left in succession to strand Vet-
ter.

The Rams drew first blood
in the bottom of the opening
frame. Dave Carlson opened

Coon Rapids, 274 To 135
Carroll's swimmers kept their

perfect record intact with a 274
to 135 romp past Coon Rapids
in an Iowa West Swim Confer-
ence dual meet here Wednes-
day.

The victory kept the Carroll
splashers at the top of the
heap in conference competi-
tion and set up a champion-
ship showdown at Sac City
next Monday evening against
the unbeaten Indians.

In the meet here Wednesday,
C a r r o 11 ran up a 5-3 margin
over Coon Rapids in the opening
medley relay events for a 35-21
point edge. Then a 7-1 first
place margin in the individual
free style events put the meet
virtually out of reach, 91-37.

Carroll maintained the point
spread with a 5-3 first spread in
back stroke for a 132-68 score.
It was 6-2 in breast stroke and
the local team led by 177-105. In
the butterfly events, Carroll ran
up a 5-3 edge on firsts and
padded the points with seconds
and thirds for a 225-128 lead.

In the final events, free style
relays, Carroll won seven of the
eight on the card and coasted
to the final 274-135 score.

GLIDDEN - Sac City's un-

beaten Iowa West Swim Con-
ference splashers kept their
win string intact at 3-0 as they
decisioned Glidden, 204 to 196,
in a dual meet here Wednes-
day night.

The victory set the stage for
a conference showdown between
Sac City and Carroll at Sac City
next Monday.

The Indians won the meet
with superior depth. They
wert edged 25-23 on firsts but
scored heavily with seconds
and thirds. The two teams
split 8-8 in the two relays.

Glidden took a 35-21 lead and
held it 66-62, were overcome
106-94, regained the top 141-131
and 175-169 going into the final
events. Sac City won the first
four of the final relays, Glidden
captured the next three to pull
within 196-197, and the Indians
won the final event :53.9 to :54.0
for the eight point margin, 204-
196.
