
Henkenius Bests Peterson 

Kuemper Mark 8-1 With 6-1 Win Over Tigers 
The Kuemper Knights squan­

de red numerous scoring oppor­
tunit ies but managed to tally six 
runs on eight hi ts for a 6-1 vic­
to ry over the C a r r o 11 Tigers 
h e r e Monday night . 

The win kept Kuemper's 
Mid-West Conference record 
unblemished at 5-0 and hiked 
the season mark to 8-1. 

Kuemper will be back in con­
ference action again on Wednes­
d a y with a t rek to Pe r ry and 
will re turn home Fr iday to host 
L a k e City. 

Bill Henkenius, Kuemper's 

choice when the Tigers were un­
successful in an a t tempt to get 
Baldus at third. 

Hermsen chalked up the first 
of three base thefts when he 
fled to second. Rich Golwitzer 
lived on another fielder's choice. 

The sacks were j a m m e d 
when Henkenius drew a walk 
to force Baldus home with the 
first run. Steve Auen chopped 
a grounder to the mound and 
was safe on a third fielder's 
choice in the i n i t i a l frame 
when Hermsen was thrown 
out at the plate. 

With the bases 
junior southpaw, bested Carrol l ; with Knights, J im 
High 's hard-throwing Doug Pe­
terson, a sophomore, in the 
g a m e here Monday. Henkenius 
yielded five hits but set down 12 
Tigers via the strike-out route. 

The Knights broke through in 
the first frame with a single run : 
on one lone hit. Don Baldus led i 
off with a single to center and! 
took second on a passed ball.

Auen was safe on an infield 
s m a s h on which shortstop Bruce 
Pet t i t t m a d e a diving s top but 
couldn' t m a k e the throw to first 
in t ime . Henkenius, of course, 
scored with ease . After Nurse 
popped out, Riddle doubled to 
r ight-center. Auen stopped a t 
th i rd and Lon Dentlinger drew a 
pass to load up the bases . At 
tha t juncture, Dan Schmitz flied 
to cen te r to end t h e rally. 

The Tigers had a threat going 
in the first but couldn't cash a 
r u n . With two down, Steve 
Brech le r walked and Doug P e ­
terson singled sharply to center . 
Brechler sped to third on the hit 
and Peterson swiped second, but 
J i m DeBower was victimized on 
s t r ikes . 

The Tigers were up and down 
in order in the second and th i rd 
but threatened again in the 
fourth when DeBower singled to 
left with two down and went to 
third on a two-base error on a 

pick-off. The threat was quelled 
on a t ap to the mound for the 
third out. 

Carroll High got to Henken­
ius for three hits and a run in 
the fifth. Ron Anderson led off 
with an infield dribbler down 
t h e third base line. Gary 
Lehrkamp fanned, but Bob 
Baudler kept things alive with 
m single. Then Wayne Hill 
popped to short. 

Pet t i t t drilled a pitch off the 
outside corner into right field 
and the Tigers had their first 
and last run. Brechler ended the 
inning with a smash to the 
mound and was thrown out a t 
first. 

The Knights came back with 
a two-run salvo in the bottom of 
the fifth. Nurse was safe on a 
pop single to short r ight when 
the second baseman and right 
fielder lost the ball a n d it 
droped between them. Nurse 
advanced on a ground-out and 
took third on a wild pitch. Dent-
linger walked and stole second.

The Orioles, perhaps too busy 
watching the TV, spotted Boston 
six runs in the first inning and 
then rallied twice—after the 
tube was turned off and they 
could concentrate on the game

Elsewhere in the abbre­
viated American League

Paul Blair doubled anl Brooks 
Robinson walked, loading the 
bases for F r ank Robinson, who 
doubled home the deciding runs.

Alou got revenge in the sec­
ond game , driving in the only 
run with a single after Gene Al­
ley led off the 10th with a single 
off re l iever F r a n k Linzy and 
was sacrificed to second.
