record as the San Francisco
Giants bombed the Atlanta
Braves 13-0. :

Troubled most of last year by
a shoulder injury, Hart wds
shipped to Phoenix of the Pacif-
ic Coast League by the Giants
during spring training. He ap-
peared in a San Francisco uni-
form for the first time in the
1970 campaign Tuesday night
and was hitless in four appear-
ances. He more than made up
for it Wednesday night.

Elsewhere in the National
League, the New York Mets
opened up a 1%2-game East Di-
vision lead over Pittsburgh by
beating St. Louis 7-5 as the Pi-
rates fell 2-0 {0 Philadelphia;
San Diego defeated Cincinnati
3-1, Los Angeles edged Houston
6-56 and the Chicago Cubs split a
twin bill with Montreal, winning
the first game 5-1 and dropping
the nightcap 5-4. -

He homered with two on in his
first trip to the plate in the in-
ning and when he came back up
again later in the inning he
smashed a bases-loaded triple.
