Must Win for Knights
Kuemper won a "must game"

at Carroll Stadium Friday night
as George Neil's two-out single
in the eighth inning drove home
Mike Gute with the winning run
as the Knights edged favorite,
Perry, 6-6.

Lou Galetich's club entered
the game with a 1-1 Midwest
Conference record and an-
other loss would have hurt
their league title hopes.

Restitution
Idea Retained
DES MOINES, Iowa (AP)-A

legislative conference com-
mittee that worked out a com-
promise bill allowing Iowa
judges to grant leniency to de-
fendants has retained the idea
that a criminal should pay for
his victim's lasses.

The bill was agreed upon Fri-
day by the io House and Senate
members of the committee.
The measure would require de-
fendants who are "reasonably
able to do so" to agree to make
restitution to their victims be-
fore getting deferred or sus-
pended sentences.

The House and Senate could
not agree on the details of the
bill and it was sent to the con-
ference committee.

However, the two chambers
had endorsed the concept of de-
ferred sentencing, which would
permit judges to allow some
defendants to escape having a
permanent record of in-
volvement in criminal activity.

Deferred sentences would be
prohibited for a number of of-
fenses, including treason, mur-
der and illegal sale of drugs,
under the committee bill.

A defendant who kidnaped a
person for ransom, was in-
volved in a sex crime, used a
dangerous weapon or inflicted
serious injury upon the victim
would not be given a deferred
sentence. Also a previous fel-
ony conviction would make the
defendant ineligible under the
measure.

The bill provides $925,000 to
help establish clinics through-
out the state that will provide
residency training for family-
practice doctors and osteo-
paths. The $925,000 is to be
matched by an equal amount of
money from private sources.

The bill establishes an advi-
sory board made up of physi-
cians and hoispital adminis-
trators to oversee the residency
programs.
