Edward M. Kennedy, D-
Mass,, said the compromise
gives the President “amnesty
for the slaughter of the past
and license for slaughier in the
future.” He said it “will go
down in infamy in American
history.”

Sen. Vance Hartke, D-Ind.,
called it “a compromise with
death.”

Sen. Frank Church, D-Tdaho,
defended the compromise in an
emotional speech as the only
way to end ‘this abominable
Wal'."

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Robert C. Byrd today asked the
Senate to study the possibility
of live telecasts and hroadcasts
of Senate sessions,

The West Virginia Democrat
urged the Senate Rules Com-
mittee to study his proposal
and determine if arguments
against broadcasting  Senate
sessions remain valid.

Byrd said arguments against
live telecasts and broadeasts
include possible interference
with the legislative process and
the dangers *‘politicians would
become ‘hams’ once the micro-
phones were opened and the
kleig lights turned on.”

But, Byrd noted in a speech
accompanying his resolution,
“technological advances, even
over the past decade, have
been significant, making the
equipment less cumbersome
and bothersome.”

“And with the advent of
cable television, the apparent
permanence of public television
and the growing interest of citi-
zens in the activities of their
government,” Byrd said, “the
feasibility of such coverage
might be increased.”

He said any permission that
might be granted to radio and
felevision for coverage of the
Senate would be accompanied
by strict guidelines.

“To avoid the possibility of
media-provoked theatrics—the
focusing of the cameras on the
vacant seats of the necessarily
absent senators, for instance—a
system could be divised where-
by Senate employes would op-
erate the equipment and the
networks and other interested
outlets could pick up the audio
and visual feeds,” the senator
added.

He said hearings on his pro-
posal “could develop additional
means of eliminating other ob-
stacles that, in the past, have
been placed in the path of our
using the electronic media 1o
bring the floor debates of the
Senate closer to the people of

the United States.”

Davenporf, Cedar Rapids,
Bettendorf and Dubuque are
other cities among the first to
vole approvat of Sunday alco-
holic beverage sales within
their city limits.

The Polk County Board of Su-
pervisors voted top permit Sun-
day liquor sales in areas under
its jurisdiction but the Des
Moines City Council won't con-
sider the matter until Monday
night.

The [license division spokes-
man said other county board of
supervisers who have voted ap-
proval include Dallas, Linn,
Johnson and Taylor.

License holders who want
to qualify for Sunday sales
have to pay an extra license
fee amounting to 20 per cent
of their regular license fee.
That enfitles them fto sell
liguor or beer from noon un-
til 10 p.m. Sunday.

All Towans get an extra hour
of tavern time whether their fa-
vorite spa pays the extra fee or
not, however,

That’s because the same law
extends the mandatory Satur-
day night closing time from 1
am. {0 2 a.m. on Sunday morn-
ng.

Those henefiting from the
Saturday night-time extension
and the new Sunday hours will
include thousands of 18-year-
olds.

Another new law whicy also
goes into effect at 12:01 a.m.
Sunday grants young Iowans
full majority rights at age 18
instead of 19, including the
right to drink.

Sen, James Griffin, R-Council
Bluffs, predicted the new Sun-
day drinking hours will greatly
enhance the profits many op-
rators of liquor and beer es-
tablishments despite the in-
creased license fee.

“If their repular license fee
is $1,00 they pay an additional
$200 to operate on Sunday,”
Griffin said. “There are some
places who will pick up that
much additional business on the
first Sunday they operate.™

After the Sunday liquor law
passed, some legislators ques-
tioned whether it makes ade-
quate provision for determining
whether a liquor establishment
has encugh business in other
goods and services to qualify
for Sunday sales. '

Afty. Gen, Richard Turner, in
an opinion requested by Sen.
Ray Taylor, R-Steamhboat Rock,
said he believes the provisions
are adequate.
