“I can’t believe I'd ever
have wound up in a courtroom
for something that happened
in a hockey game, ' said
Forbes. ‘‘Sure I think about
jail.”

Forbes, who was suspended
from 10 games without pay by
National Hockey League
President Clarence Campbell

following the altercation with

Boucha. faces a maximum
penalty of five years in jail
and a $5.000 fine if convicted.

Forbes’ defense is in the
hands of widely known Min-
neapolis trial lawyer Ronald
Meshbesher and co-counsel
Joe Keough of Boston.
