Carroll's Eric Siemer tossed
a four-hitter, fanned nine, and
drove in three runs with a pair
of singles as the Tigers opened
their Midwest Conference
campaign with a 5-1 victory
over Audubon here Wednes-
day night.

the triumph boosted Ted
Edwards' club.to 3-0 overall,
heading into an early season
showdown Friday night at
Perry.

The unbeaten record equals
C a r r o l l ' s best s t a r t in
Edwards' six years as the
head coach.

Audubon jumped out to a 1-0
lead in the top of the third as
catcher Chuck Stolz scored on
a wild throw past first base.

The Tigers then went to
work and got the only runs
they needed in their half of the
inning.

Carroll used two walks, a
single and Audubon's only
error of the game to score
three times.

After Jim Molitor grounded
out. leadoff batter Todd Buck
walked and stole second: After
losing pitcher Neal Campbell
got Jim Petersen to fly out.
Brad Edwards walked.

Siemer then lined a single to
center. Carroll's first hit. to
score Buck and tie it.

The Tigers' next batter.
Jerry Hamers. then hit a
routine ground ball to Wheeler
shortstop Dirk Christensen.
but his throw to first was wild
and Edwards and Siemer
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scored for a 3-Mead.
Campbell, who fanned 11.

while allowing just three hits,
gave up two more runs in the
fifth.

The Wheeler right hander
walked Buck. Petersen and
Edwards to load the bases
with one out. Then Siemer
lofted a deep fly down the left
field line that was misjudged
in the lights by Randy Smith.
The ball dropped, allowing
Buck and Petersen to score.

O u t s i d e of t h e ' t h i r d .
Audubon's only other serious
threat came in the fifth when
they had runners at second
and third and no. out. but the
southpaw Siemer struck out
Stolz and Jim Obermeier and
got Dirk Christensen to pop
out.

Besides Slemer 's two
singles. Jim Molitor collected
•the only other hit. a double
over the center fielder's head
in the sixth.

The bottom of the batting
o rde r collected three of
Audubon ' s ' four hits. No. 7
h i t t e r Brad Christensen
drilled two singles and No. 8
hitter Scott Petersen got a
single.

because of something he
remembered the 36-year-old
star saying on television.

(API — Vinriy Giles scored a
quick victory on a docile old
course at St. Andrews today
and marched on toward his
target of winning the British
Amateur Golf Championship
for the second straight year.

Giles, a 33-year-old lawyer
from Richmond. Va.. defeated
Sandy Dunlop of England 6
and 5 and was three under par
over 13 Holes. That took him
i n t o the last 16 of the
tournament and he faced
another, match later in the
day.

The weather was calm and
sunny on the 6.914-yard, par
36-36 — 72 links, and Giles took.
advantage of it.

Dun lop presented the
defending champion with the
second and third holes by
three-putting. Giles sank an
18-foot putt,for a birdie.at the
sixth to go 3-up. and reached
the turn in 35. one under par.

Neck In juries Too
Common in Football

IOWA CITY. Iowa (API-•
One-third of the freshmen
f o o t b a l l r e c ru i t s a t the
.University of Iowa have neck

, injuries serious enough to be
revealed by X rays'.
: " M a n y , coactye'Sf-are
apparently not. a ware of the
seriousness of the injuries and
don't send the players to a
physician." said Dr.-H. G.
Feidick. the Hawkeyes' team

•doctor since 1971. ,
•Feidick said X rays and

studies of incoming freshmen
players during .the; past five
years "consistently .show that

. one-third have evidence of.
previous cervical spine injury.

"They "may be fractures,
l igament in ju r i e s or disc
injuries." ~

The result, if not properly
/treated, could be chronic back

and neck problems, traumatic
arthritis and other ailments.

Simi lar .injury .data was
turned, up at Purdue, another
Big Ten Conference school,
Feidick said. . . ; , " , '
. "We recommend that high
schopl coaches teach these
kids, to block :and tackle
without using their heads as a
primary.point of contact."
Feidick said. (

Feidick said he polled the
;430 Iowa high schools that
have football programs and
370 responded.

He said about 42 per cent
had one or more players who
missed a game or practice be:
cause of neck injuries.

"Only 50.per cent who
missed a practice went to see
a physician." said Feidick.
"and of the 50 per cent who
saw a doctor only 8 per cent
were X-rayed. >

"This means that either the
coaches are not aware of the',
severity of a neck injury...or
that many times players don't
repprt them.

"And with only 8 per cent
• -getting Xrrayed.-nobfcll'lJhysi-

ci^ans are aware of the
potential severity.
