The foreman of the jury,
w h o s e 1 2 m e m b e r s
deliberated 9 hours and 25
minutes, said the jury asked
that measures be taken to
prevent incidents similar to
the cla.sh between Maloney
a n d B r i a n G l e n n i e , a
defenseman for the Toronto
Maple Leafs, in a game in To-
ronto last Nov. 5.

Following the verdict, Malo-
ney said he would continue to
play hockey the way he was
taught. He had testified at his
trial that he was taught to play
aggressively.

"I kept playing hockey the
.way I always played it, even1

after the incident here in To-
ronto," he said at a news con-
ference.

M a l o n e y sa id h e . w a s
relieved by the acquittal and
that he appreciated the jury's
decision and comments.

Crown Attorney Robert
McGee said he will appeal the
decision.

After issuing the verdict,
j u r y f o r e m a n R a y m o n d
Bower got permission from
Judge Patrick LeSage to issue
the statement that the jury of
eight women and four men
was unanimous in saying that
"these actions are in no way
condoned by us."

The statement emphasized,
however, the jury's view that
on the evidence and on the
law, the Detroit player was
not gui l ty of breaching the
criminal code.
