**These fans are really fan-
tastic,” said Jerry Augustine
after listening Wednesday
night to some of the lustiest
cheers ever to ring through
venerable County Stadium.

One of the largest home
crowds in Brewer history —
39,283 — showed its apprecia-
tion and enthusiasm for a
double-header sweep over the
New York Yankees.
Augustine, especially, got an
earful, since he pitched the 7-2
clincher after the 5-0

. opening-game victory.

As Augustine wrapped up
his neat seven-hitter, most of
the fans stood and chanted,
‘*Augie! Augie! Augie!” The
cheering and chanting contin-
ued until the last Brewer had
walked off the field into the
dugout.

Brewer fans certainly have
had something to cheer about
this season, with their team
currently in second place in
the American League East, 12
games over the .500 mark.
