CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — Cas-
sius Clay, who made a last
minute decision against return-
ing to the United States, began
a five-day tour of Egypt today.

“Here I feel at home, here
among my Moslem brothers,”
Clay told a huge, wildly enthusi-
astic crowd that turned out to
meet him in the early morning
hours at Cairo’s Tarmac Air-
port.

Clay is a convert to the Black
Muslims, which adheres to the
Islamic religion, and prefers his
Black Muslim name of Muham-
mad Ali. He accepted the invita-
tion from Egypt’s United Arab
Republic Higher Council for 1s-
lamic Affairs.

The invitation and acceptance
came only a few hours before
Clay was to board an airliner
for his return to the United
States after the successful de-
fense of his world heavyweight
championship against Henry
Cooper in London last Saturday.

Clay’s immediate plans are
for a rest and a visit to several
points of interest, including the
Aswan High Dam.

His more long-range plans
may include Karl Mildenberger,
the European champion from
West Germany.
