The Iowa Conservation Com-
mission has set hunting and
trapping seasons for a number
of wildlife species in the state
and has acted to protect a
diminishing gray fox population.

The commission shortened
by two weeks the hunting sea-
son for red and gray foxes.

“We all feel the gray fox is
one of the finest game animals
we have and we're all going
to protect it to the highest de-
gree,” said Harry Harrison,
chief of the commission’s fish
and wildlife division.

The trapping season for foxes
was also decreased and will
run from Oct. 28 through Jan.
31.

Grouse Season

The ruffed grouse season has
been lengthened 12 days over
last year and will run from Oct.
21 through Dec. 1.

The hunting area is limited
to east of U.S. 63 and north of
lowa 3. Shooting hours will be
8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., with a bag
limit of two and possession
limit for four.

Raccoon Hunting

For the first time, the state
has been divided into two zones
for raccoon hunting. Zone 1 for
hunting will be north of U.S.
20, from Oct. 14 through Feb.
15. Zone 2 will be south of U.S.
20, from Oct. 28 through Feb.
15. There is no bag or posses-
sion limit.

The trapping season for rac-
coons, skunks, civet cats, op-
possum, badgers and weasels
will be the same length as last

year.

It opens at 6 a.m. Oct. 28 and
closes Feb. 15. The entire state
will be open with only land sets
allowed until the mink and
muskrat season begins at 6 a.m.
Nov. 11 and closes Dec. 11.

Beaver Season
The beaver trapping season
will open a little earlier to re-
duce the beaver population in
nuisance areas in western lowa.

At Lake Anita in Cass County,
excellent crappie and bluegill
fishing. Brushy areas yielding
crappies up to one pound.
Worms are taking 10 inch blue-
gills.

Shelby County’s Prairie Rose
Lake has been having good
crappie fishing with catches
of up to fifty 8 to 10 inch fish.
Small lead-headed jigs are the
best bet.
