Despite the growing number| |
of nursing homes, there are not
enough in Carrolt to take care| !
of those waiting for admission, | -
the Carroll Rotary club was
told Monday night.

Since the development of peni-
cillin, people are living longer |

and the number requiring care
is rapidly increasing, Mrs.
Sally Warne of the Carroll
Manor said.

Women are living an average
of 18 years longer and men 13
vears, she said. Two-thirds of
those in nursing homes today
are women,

Mrs. Warne, who was intro-
ducd by Robert Woodhouse,
said the average age of nursing
home residents is 80. At least
50 per cent are disoriented or
confused much of the time and
require extra care.

There are three general types
of nursing homes in operation
today, Mrs. Wamne said. They
are privately-owned and op-
erated, non-profit, largsly run|
by church or charitable groups;
and government-operated.

Carroll has three major nurs-
ing homes, she said, in addition
to several eustodial facilities.
